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Translated and Annotated Dialogue with Contextual Meaning
Sample being removed at the impact site with a hammer and cold chisel.
Men speaking by Shiid Birood. One of them is hammering to cut a sample.
Speaker 1. The first one that you were cautious about due to money, who said seven thousand and some… 
Cut off by speaker 2: Lower the chisel some more. Did you bring a saw?
Speaker 1: A saw? In the first sample, five saws were able to cut a tiny bit. This man saw it. And the place I cut it is flat. 
Speaker 3: This cannot be cut with a saw.
Speaker 1: I cut it with a saw by the name of God. 
The man with the hammer moves from initial spot to a new, higher spot.
Speaker 2: We will be able to cut this one. Each of us could rest for sometime until we cut it. 
Speaker 1: It is moving,
Speaker 1: The crane will arrive by this afternoon.
Speaker 2: We will dismiss the previous crane.
Speaker 2: The crane will be sent by this man tomorrow morning.
Speaker: The crane can carry 20 to 40.
Speaker 1: Where will the crane put its chain? It needs to hold on to somewhere.
Speaker 4: That is easy.
Speaker 2: Get the hammer from him (hammerman is tired, someone else should hold the hammer). I need one strong man. 
Speaker 4: Containers will pick it up.
Speaker 1: How do you put it in the container? There is no place to hold.
Speaker 4: Hooks will be used. The crane has hooks. It will put its hooks here and there. It can carry 24 to 25 tons. It will carry it to put it on a vehicle. 
Speaker 4: So, local people used to sit on this rock, right?
Speaker 1: Yes, it is said that they used it as a detergent for cleaning their clothes. 
Speaker 2: In this area, we used to graze camels. We would bring the camels here at night. 
Speaker 4: It was also used to sharpen knives. This man brought it to my attention four years ago.
Speaker 2: In the Qululub Spring (possibly the El Nino floods of 1997), that was the first time I saw it. I was very little holding someone’s hand. In this area a male baby camel was born for us. It was the Qululub Spring, where there were floods. It was twenty some years ago. My hand was being held. And I was around it all my life.
