Translated and Annotated Dialogue with Contextual Meaning
Context: Meteorite in situ at its impact site. A group of men are walking towards the Shiid Birood meteorite, seemingly preparing for some sort of intervention. One of them is recording a video. Birds chirping for half of the recording.
Speaker 1 (Elder/Leader): “Who has the small tool?”
Likely implying preparation to test or extract part of the meteorite.
Speaker 2 (Younger man): “Which one, uncle?”
Respectfully defers to elder, signaling a multi-generational group dynamic and hierarchy.
Speaker 1: “The one with the toolbox.”
Speaker 3: “I got it, I have it.”
Speaker 1: “Alright.” 
Speaker 4: “If we do any damage to the rock, the clock will activate.”
This is likely a device such as a magnetic sensor.  
Speaker 3: “Turn off the clock. Shut off the clock.”
Speaker 2: “I shut it off.”
Speaker 2: “God is powerful. This shows the might of God.” 
Expresses awe, interpreting the meteorite as a divine sign or object. This is a common Somali response to rare phenomena.
Speaker 3: “This thing (rock), let us cut it into pieces among ourselves.”
Shows intent to physically break it apart to take it away possibly fearing outsiders taking it.  
Speaker 2: “This thing has nothing to do it. Do not even try this by any means.”
Video cuts off but this seems to be referring to a tool.
